Roofing Materials Update

All naw roofs must ba the same “architectural” styie as was
originally instafed on the home. Roong malerals may
nclude asphakt or composite shingles having a minemum
waight classification of 240 pounds per souare foot
Generally, 30-vear warranty shingles meet this requirement.
Composition shinge roofs shall be comparable in color 10
weathered-wood shingles and comparable in surface
textural appearance of wood shinges. Three-lab shinges
are not permisted

Dacorative copper roofing may be used on window paaks,
dormer and bay windows. The ACC recommands that these
roofs be allowed to age fo its natural green color. However,
if the homeownar desires to paint this roof type, written
approval Fom the ACC must be obtained first,

Crushed marble, stag pea gravel, Spanish tie (clay), tin, or
aluminum shest do not match the architactural style of the
cormmunity and ara nat permitted. Wood shingle roofs of any
e are also not parmitted.

Any other roofing material or color shall be permitted only at
the sole discration of the ACT.

Permanent Fence Repairs - Must Be
Completed by December 31,2008

Homeowners have until December 31, 2008 to permanenty
replace or repair thelr fencing. Aler this date any lence repairs
that are not completed will go through the DCR violation protocol

If a hameswner is unabla o complate Be repairs o their fance by
thiz dats, it is the homeowners responsibiity to contact the HOA

about the situation and provide an estimated completion date,
Each siwation that asks for an extension to this date will be
handled on a case-by-case basis.
